Dear Friends,  

   Kathy and I are preparing for our upcoming summer of travels. We leave 
Illinois the end of this month and will travel to Dallas to meet with our in-
ternship team and also to participate in PBT’s board meeting and Pioneer 
Missions Institute. On the 20th of June we leave Dallas with two interns for 
Thailand and another SE Asian country. Then the third week of July the 
interns return to the U.S. while Kathy and I proceed on to Papua, New 
Guinea. There I will be starting my translation consultant training and also 
we will be working on the Nend translation.
