
was is because it talks so much about a 

God we should fear, rather than a God 

we should love. 

I understand the thinking. I just disa-

gree with it. Just because I don’t like 

something, or something makes me 

uncomfortable, doesn’t necessarily 

make it wrong or unhelpful or bad. 

Close lightning and thunder can be 

frightening. They can also get me out 

of harm’s way.  

A bad report from the doctor can be 

pre#y scary. It can also cause me to 

pay appropriate a#en$on to my 

health.  

I just love le#ers from the IRS…NOT! 

But they can alert me to par$culars I 

need to correct on my tax return so I 

won’t have to pay addi$onal penal$es 

and interest charges. 

I repeat: just because I don’t like some-

thing does not make that thing a bad 

thing. I’m not par$cularly fond of fear-

ing God, but regardless of what I feel, 

fearing God is a good thing. And that’s 

not my idea: that is God’s idea. 

I know there are scriptures that talk 

about God’s incredible love and for-

giveness and grace and mercy for us. 

But those reali$es do not cancel out 

the reality that God expects us to gen-

uinely fear (be afraid of) him.
